OBSERVING OUR FIFTIETH ANNIVERSARY 1959 — 2009

For 50 years the Redevelopment Authority of the County of Lebanon has served as the principle agency in
Lebanon County responsible for community development and affordable housing activities, Established in 1959 by
the County Commissioners with the appointment of the initial five members Authority Board, the Authority serves the
entire County including the City of Lebanon, The Authority pariners with various local, stnte and federal entities with
the gonl of improving and sustaining our communities and making Lebanon County a desitable place 1o live and work.
This fifty year history 13 best described around evolving funding eras.

Urban Renewal Program

The Urban Renewal Program was both a method of community renewal and for a time a funding vehicle
thereof. In Lebanon's case it roughly spanned the time frame of 1959 to 1980 during which the Authority undertook
the following urban renewal projects.

Center of Lebanon Projeet Now, | & 2 were federally funded traditional url:lu.n renewal acquire, relocate, demolish and
redevelop projects, Project No, | was located along the cast side of South 9" Street, just west of the current Farmers
Market nnd developed the City parking lot at that location. Project Mo, 2, aequired and demolished the area extending

from the intersection of 8" and Cumberland Streets to Willow Street and included the demolition of the lormer County
Court House, Redevelopment on this site consisted of the Wachovia Bank and Willow Termce,

Morthside Neighborhood Development Program consisted of five venrs of wrban renewal funding for the portion of the
Morthside of the City, north of the railroad to Maple Street and from 4" Sireet 1o Freeman Street. The NDP included

traditional urban renewal acquisition/clearance/renewal at locations such as the Northwest School, Salvation Army,

Brookside Apartmenis and other spot locations, 1 ineluded significant public improvements such as curb and sidewalk
installation, street paving, water lines, sanitary and storm sewers. Housing rehabilitation financing was provided

through a variety of loans and granis to homeowners.

Southside Disaster Urban Renewnl Project dealt with the aftermath of Tropical Storm Agnes in the City of Lebanon.
Funded nt $35,000,000 by the State and Federal government, it generated over $50,000,000 of new development

within the City, including the 12" Street Corridor, Bittner Blvd. Industrial Park, Willow Street Corridor and seattered
smaller sltes, A good deal of the new construction in the City of Lebanon in the period 1975-1980 occurred on lands

ncquired by this project, Cwver 300 flood ;Inmaqu pru-pqmiu WETE ucquimd and demolished, Much of the City locoted
along the Quittapahilla Creek and the Hazel Dike were afforded flood protection by improvements from this project.

Housing rehabilitation continued o be an important element of this project.

State/Local/Private Urban Renewnl Projects include the Lincoln Avenue Project which acguired and demolishod
homes near Lincoln Avenue and Cumberland Street for Bethlehem Steel and the Water Works Urban Renewal Project
located along the Swatara Creek In East Hanover Township which eleared properties from the flood plain and provided
lands to the PA Fish Commission for stream access facilities.
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In 1974, Congress adopied the Community Development Block Grant Progrmm, which combined mnny
smaller granl programs such as urban renewal into a larger block grant 1o communities. Since the inception of CDBG
the Authority has assisted the City and County with the administration of their Community Development Block Grant
funds, CDRG permits communities to set their own priorities for using funds and makes many activities eligible, In
Lebanon City and County the most commonly funded sctivities are housing rehabilitation financing, first time
homebiiyer assistance, public works (street paving, water and sewer lines, and curb and sidewalk replacement) and
public services, The HOME program is a funding companion to CDBG used mostly for housing rehab financing and
first time homebuyer assistance. The Authority administers this Program for the City, the County and South Lebanon
Township who together received 1.5 million dollars annually.

The Authority has underinken many single purpose programs funded by various federnl, stote and |ocnl
SOUrTes.

Weatherization Program - During the [970-80 time frames the Authorlty administered the Home Weatherfzation
Program for the County. This Program is now served as part of the Lancaster County Program.

- The Authority may serve as a vehicle for tax exempt financing and has done so for enlities,
ln-:h.ldlnu Cornwall Manor, Palmyra Inter Faith Hovsing Council and a pending loan for Community Homes of
Lebanon Valley, Ine. The Authority served ns the financing vehicle for the various Kolovoni Downtown Projects,
including the Farmers Market,

Industrinl Reuse = The Authority has applied urban renewal tools 1o the reuse of several tracts of industrial property, In
Progress Park, the former Bethlehem Steel property locoted nlong Schneider Drive between Lincoln Avenve and
Fourth Street, the Authorlty acquired, cleared, constiucted public improvements and redeveloped lor such uses as the
Lebanon Federal Credit Union, Job Center, GSH Home Med Care, etc.. The General Electrie properties wore
acquired by the Authority’s related Non Profit Corporation and resold to various users, Mifflin Mills, the former site
of Textile Printing and Finishing Corporation, was scquired and demolished with construction underway on a twenty
unil rent o own lowi hotse developmaeni.

Lebanon County Affordable Housing Fund - The Authority administers the Lebanon County Affordable Housing Fund
which is financed by a levy on recordings in the Recorder of Deeds Office, This fund has financed  affordable senior
housing, Habitat for Humanity, handicapped accessibility modification, housing rehab financing, first time homebuyer
assistance and homeless assistance,

As the Authority begins its second fifty years, new challenges, partnerships and opportunities await  The core
CDBG/MHOME Programs continue with their emphasis on housing rehab financing and first time homebuyer
assistance, The morigage crisis presents an opportunity for the City of Lebanon to intervene and nequire, rehab and
resell foreclosed properties located on the Northside. The Cliy has applied for 1.5 million dollars under the
Meighborhood Stabilization Program (M5P) to undertake activities which will be administered by the Authority,
Economic stimulus funding is expected by both the City and County of Lebanon as well.

The Authority is partnering with the City of Lebanon to underiake a major renewal program in the Northside
which will include housing rehab {inancing of owner occupied, reninl and commercinl properiies along with hlight
elimination and community building. It will include the recently approved ELM Street Program area, the Blueprint
Neighborhood and NSP Frogram,

Significant blight has been removed from our community, Over 1600 homeowners have recelved housing
rehabilitation asgsistonce [rom the Authority and 650 first time homebuyers have been assisted in acquiring their homes,
Countless numbers of County residents have benefited from the construction of public works improvements.
